message of God’s	saving	crucified	king	is	God’s	main	message. Paul was on about 
Christ crucified, and that's what we're on about at Latechurch.	

We want everyone to feel at home in a Growth Group. But it's good to be clear that we	get	
together	because	Christ	crucified	is	the	power	of	God	to	save	people. We're not 
primarily a support group, or a social group. Sure, we do those things, but we should expect 

that understanding and explaining Christ together will be our highest priority.
